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The classification and description "Risk Group 3" of the GLP JDC1 does not correspond to the current measurements. This classification was carried out
with excessive caution at the time of product launch.

According to the following current measurements, the values are in the range of risk class 2. This means that people who briefly look into the light are
protected by their own eyelid protection reflex.

+ Risc Group 0 - Exempt: There is no risk. There is no danger of damage to the eye, even if you look in the direction of the light source for a long
time (unlimited exposure time)

+ Risc Group 1 - Low: There is a low risk. There is no damage to the eye, even if you stare in the direction of the light source for a limited time
(limited exposure time).

« Risc Group 2 - Moderate: There is a medium risk. Damage to the eye is avoided by averting the light. This requires that looking at the light
source is perceived as sufficiently unpleasant. The limit value of the radiance or irradiance is set so that the eye is not damaged by the radiation
within the time until you look away from the light source (short exposure time).

+ Risc Group 3 - High There is a high risk. Even a brief look at the light source can cause damage to the eye.
