Ensure that wysiwyg Release 37 is not running.
Save the attached .zip file to your hard drive.

Unzip this file into the Library folder. Do not place the
.zip file within the Library folder! The default location
for this folder is C:\Program Files (x86)\CAST
Software\WYSIWYG Release 37\Library, or
C:\Program Files\CAST Software\WYSIWYG Release
37\Library if you happen to be using a 32bit operating
system.

Run wysiwyg Release 37, and open either a new or
existing file: a message appears stating that the library
index is being rebuilt — this is normal; the file will open
once the index rebuild is complete.
